
Blue Bag Recycling Program in Vermilion 

Beginning January 2017, the Town of Vermilion will be using a 
Blue Bag Recycling Program for single family dwellings 
and duplexes.  Quik Pick Waste Disposal-Blue Wave Recycling 
has been contracted to provide the collection and processing of 
the recyclables.  The Blue Bag recyclables will be collected 
every second week on Wednesdays and Thursdays.  Blue Bag        
Recycling is an easy and eco-friendly way to keep recyclable 
items out of the landfills and help preserve the environment.  
On your  designated collection day simply set your Blue Bag out 
for curbside pick up.  Always place your Blue Bag one metre 
from other objects.  During the winter months do not place 
your Blue Bag on snowbanks or ice covered surfaces. 

Acceptable Recycle Items: 

* Cardboard - break down or flatten the cardboard, larger 
pieces can be placed under the Blue Bag on collection day 

* Paper, newspaper, flyers, magazines, books 

* Milk cartons, tetra pakõs, cardboard egg cartons 

* Plastic recyclables (must have one of the following symbols 
and the object must not be black in color) 

 
 
 
 

*  milk jugs, drink bottles, bleach-soap-fabric softener bottles, 
pill bottles, plastic tubs.  

* Pop-beer-drink cans, aluminum foil, aluminum containers, tin 
cans & lids. 

Unacceptable Items:  aerosol cans, all glass, air filters, air 
fresheners, anti-static sheets, baby food jars, bakeware, band-
aids, batteries, black plastic, bricks, bubble wrap, cellophane, 
ceramics, cereal box liners, clayware, cigarettes, cleaning or 
soiled wipes, cloth & clothes, corks, diapers, dry cleaner bags, 
foam, garbage, knives, laminated paper, leather, light bulbs, 
mirrors, nails, needles, nuts & bolts, paint cans, plastics bags, 
plastic caps, ribbon, rope, rubber bands, scissors, Styrofoam, 
toothbrushes, twine & zip-lock bags.   

All containers must be empty, rinsed, and lids          
removed.  Do Not use black, green or white bags, only 
Blue Bags will be collected.

           BYLAW REMINDERS 
With winter here, the Town of    
Vermilion would like to remind you 
of the following: 
¶ Sidewalks need to be cleared of 

snow within 48 hours of the      
previous snowfall. If you will be 
away for an extended period of 
time, it is your responsibility to 
ensure that someone will clear 
your sidewalks.  This applies to both business owners and 
residents. 

¶ During street snow removal, signs will be posted stating 
òSnow Removal Within 24 Hoursó.  When these signs are 
placed in your neighborhood, vehicles must be removed 
from the road. This allows Town of Vermilion Public 
Works to clean the roads without risk to your vehicle or 
town equipment.  Failure to do so may result in a fine or 
vehicle impound. 

¶ Snowmobiles are not to be ridden on sidewalks, pathways, 
town parks, the airfield, ball diamonds, or fairgrounds.  
Snowmobilers can access the snowmobile route by the 
most direct route from their residence, providing none of 
the afore mentioned locations are used.  Speeds are to be 
kept under 30 km/h within Town limits.  Snowmobiles 
are not to be used in Town between the hours of 11pm 
and 8am.  Common complaints received are of             
snowmobiles causing excessive noise and driving at high 
speeds within Town limits.  ATVõs are not allowed to be 
driven in Town or on the snowmobile route. 

Failure to respect these rules may result in a loss of          
snowmobile privileges in town limits. 
Your co-operation in these matters is greatly appreciated.  
The Town of Vermilion wishes everyone a safe and happy 
winter season. 
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
